PASTOR’S LIFE – September 30, 2010 


     Recently, I was counseling a young man who had made some significant poor 


choices.  As we talked, I suspected there were some deep seated self-esteem issues 


that might well have led to those choices.  So, I asked him about his growing up years.     


     He looked at me and said:  “Oh, I know where this is going.  You want to know what 


my relationship with my parents was.  Well, that’s easy.  My mother didn’t think I was 


good enough and my father didn’t think I was important enough.” 


How sad.  Whether they meant it or not, this man believed his parents questioned his worth.  


No wonder he had such a poor image of himself! 


Of course, if I had been talking with this man’s parents, they might well have had a different 


view of the matter.  But the sad fact is that the perceptions of what we hear and experience become 


as important – and sometimes even more important – as what actually transpired.  So, if we feel un-


important to or detached from those around us . . . if we feel awkward or undeserving . . . if we feel 


like a fool or a laughing stock it becomes the truth to our psyche.   


 I wonder if people realized how much damage their words could inflict on others?   


  As a family of God, I hope no one feels not good enough or not important enough because of 
the way you are treating them as a fellow church member.  Make the time to get to know the ones 
you haven’t had the time to get to know better before.  You will discover a whole treasure of bless-
ings, for God has told us that He has brought each of us here to this Body of Christ to be a family with 
everyone else.  All our strengths can serve others.  And all our weaknesses can be helped by others.
